The Alex Berger Prize, established by Alex E. Berger of Mexico shortly before his death
in 1979, is awarded each year to an outstanding doctoral degree recipient chosen for
academic excellence. As a man who personally experienced the persecution of the
Jewish people, Alex Berger fled Europe with his family, and after traveling through many
lands finally made his home in Mexico. He was deeply rooted in his Jewish heritage and
maintained a strong attachment to the Jewish people and the State of Israel. A devoted
friend of the Hebrew University, he magnanimously supported its work.

The Bernard M. Bloomfield Prize is awarded each year to an outstanding doctoral degree
recipient chosen for excellence in the social sciences or the humanities. The prize was
established to honor the memory of the late Bernard M. Bloomfield of Montreal, Canada,
whose devotion to Israel in general, and the Hebrew University in particular, ranged over
a full lifetime. Indeed, few aspects of Israeli life did not benefit from his counsel, devotion
and generosity. This is particularly true of all fields of educational endeavor, ranging from
vocational training to advanced research. From his earliest days, Bernard M. Bloomfield
was a devoted worker and officer of the Canadian Friends organization of the Hebrew
University and an active member of the Board of Governors of the Hebrew University.

The Allan Bronfman Prize is awarded each year to an outstanding doctoral degree
recipient chosen for excellence in the humanities, social sciences or law. The prize was
established in 1981 by the Hebrew University to honor the memory of the late Allan
Bronfman of Montreal, Canada. He was a man of vision who was loved and revered by
all who knew him and whose commitment to the Jewish people, Israel and the Hebrew
University knew no bounds. Allan Bronfman founded the Canadian Friends of the Hebrew
University and served as its President for over 35 years. He was a veteran member of
the University’s Board of Governors, Deputy Chairman for many years and Honorary
Chairman from 1976 until his death in 1980.

The Aharon Katzir Prize is awarded to a recipient chosen for excellence in the Exact
Sciences. Born in 1914, Aharon Katzir was killed in the terrorist attack on Ben-Gurion
Airport in 1972. Among the first doctoral students of the Hebrew University, Professor
Katzir became one of Israel's distinguished scientists. In 1948 he founded the Polymer
Department at the Weizmann Institute of Science and headed it until his death. A
founding member of the Israel Academy of Sciences and Humanities, he served as its
President from 1962 to 1968.

ah Ku:

Tuviah Kushnir z"l was an Israeli botanist and zoologist, a student of the Hebrew
University who fell in the War of Independence as part of the Lamed-Heh Division (35
men who were killed in Gush Etzion). Already as a young man, Tuviah was a researcher
of plant and animal life and he planned to work, in his words, “at a focal point in biology
research - understanding the secret of life - gene research and their expressions”. Tuviah
excelled as an outstanding student and young researcher. To honor his memory, the
University is granting a prize for an excellent doctoral thesis in the field of life sciences,
with a preference for plant sciences.

The Hans Wiener Prize is awarded to two outstanding doctoral degree recipients
for academic excellence. The Prize was established by Hans H. Wiener of Stockholm,
Sweden. In late 1939, teenage Hans and his three-year-old sister Marion were sent to
Sweden on a “Kindertransport”. Their older brother, GUnther (Zvi), went to Palestine.
Their parents, Kate and Franz Wiener, were murdered in Auschwitz in 1942. Hans Wiener
has been a devoted supporter of Israel throughout his life and since the year 2000 has
also supported the Hebrew University. He emphasizes the need for higher education in
all fields and his main concern is the security of the State of Israel.
